Research in Progress
African Mothers, Toward Cultural Unity: Uplifting Cultural Roots. 
Interviews are ongoing with Brazilian mothers and First nations mothers from Australia who send their children to schools that embrace their culture. The interviews will be contextualized by the specific history of these mothers whose families have undergone patriarchal and racist cultural domination through conquest, enslavement and genocide. The similarities of their cultural beliefs and experiences will be emphasized. An objective is to highlight their reasons for choosing these schools. The interviews will be completed before the end of the year and the draft manuscript 
before next summer.

Teaching Teachers the Afrocentric Way is a Teachers Handbook, that highlights the importance of
of understanding the need to dismantle the falsehoods of gendered and racialized cultural
constructions that undergird the information that we receive in every academic discipline. An
objective is emphasizing the potential for viewing humans on more egalitarian terms to
encourage the potential of all children to come to understand who they are, why they are here, 
and thus, to see the possibilities of overcoming the false divisions orchestrated to prevent 
unification. The book is currently being edited and will be submitted this month to a university
publisher.
